The poonapact that followed close on
the heels of the Award further reduced high caste Hindus to a small minority in

a house which they had always expected to dominate’.

“As Muslim rule” came to be regarded as the great and immediate threat to Hindu
society, the bhadralok reappraised their past and gave the British the role of
Liberators who freed Hindu Bengal from Muslim tyranny. Loyalism again became
a respectable badge for the Bengali babu. Indeed the inglorious history of

bhadralok collaboration with the British rule was now proudly recalled in order
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to strengthen the case for special considerations from a Raj, which threatened to

abandon them to the very tyranny from whom they had been rescued”.
